A. GRAMMAR

     Khi muốn so sánh vật hoặc người, chúng ta dùng tính từ với các hình thức khác nhau. Thông thường có ba cấp độ so sánh: so sánh hơn (comparative), so sánh nhất (superlative) và so sánh bằng (equal comparisons)
Trong chuyên đề này, các em sẽ học sử dụng so sánh hơn và so sánh nhất.
EX: - Mount Fuji in Japan is 3,776 meters. Mount Kilimanjaro in Tanzania is 5,895 meters. Mount Everest in Nepal is 8,848 meters.

· Mount Kilimanjaro is higher than Mount Fuji.
· Mount Everest is higher than Mount Kilimanjaro and Mount Fuji.

· Mount Everest is the highest mountain in the world.
