   We use will + V to talk about actions we think are likely to happen in the future.

*Affirmative 
                               I/we/you/they/he/she/it + will + V
Ex: I will travel to the Moon by super car in the future.

       We’ll live in a comfortable apartment on the Moon.
      (‘ll is the short form of will)
*Negative
                               I/we/you/they/he/she/it + will not + V

Ex: We won’t live in that cottage in the future.
      (won’t is the short from of will not)
* Question form
                               Will + I/we/you/they/he/she/it + V?
Ex: Will they live on the Moon?
      Yes, they will./ No, they won’t.

S + might + V …

He might get on the train.

Phủ định

S + might not+ V …

She might not travel by motorbike.



 Chúng ta sử dụng “might + V” để nói về những hành động có thể xảy ra trong tương lai (Chúng ta không chắc chắn chúng có xảy ra hay không).

Cách dùng:

-     “might” được dùng để diễn tả một hành động, một sự việc có thể xảy ra hay không.

Ex: He might get on a taxi. I think his car is broken.

Anh ấy có thể đang đi tắc xi. Tôi nghĩ là xe hơi của anh ấy bị hỏng.

-     “might” có thể được dùng để đưa ra gợi ý, nhưng không chắc là người nghe sẽ thích gợi ý này.

Ex: You might try an ice-cream. Bạn có thể thử ăn kem.
